However, divers 25 + years may compete in ASA competitions as well as GBDF Masters Competitions without any restrictions.
Entries from divers aged 16/17 years old MUST be accompanied by a letter signed by the Welfare Officer, or other responsible official of the diver's club, stating that they will ensure that child protection procedures will be followed and that the diver will be appropriately chaperoned for the duration of the event.
